
HISTORICAL FICTION RESEARCH PROJECT – ENGLISH 11 – MISS KUHNS

All students will choose a historical novel from the library. Using the AR novel as a basis, the student will 
choose a topic related to the novel that can be researched in a 5-7 page typed research paper. The final part 
of this project will be a 2-3 minute oral presentation on your book and topic.

a) Write a 5-7 page essay on your topic.
b) Include a works cited page
